Disaster Planning – Equine Emergency Supplies List

Before disaster strikes, create a “Bug Out Box” & first aid kit for your horses.  Consider a plastic tack trunk-preferably in bright colors such as orange or red.  Store necessary items in advance, so that you can quickly and effectively evacuate without wasting time trying to gather or find items you will need.  The box should include “necessary” items to save space, but you should include anything that will be important for you to bring along…the following items should just be considered a starting point.  Horse owners should customize as necessary.
